Mission Statement

By providing a team of distinguished and caring instructors who share the
same vision, and through choral and other training in a conducive environ-
ment, HKCC strives to develop children's artistic talents, their creativity
and interests in arts, as well as to develop their inter-personal skills and
cultivate their sensitivity to appreciate culture and the virtues of excel-
lence.

The Hong Kong Children’s Choir (HKCC) was founded in 1969 as the first chil-
dren’s choir in Hong Kong. HKCC is a registered non-profit-making charitable
organization and has made tremendous contributions to children’s art training
in Hong Kong. It is now the biggest choir in the world with over 5,000 mem-
bers and has grown into a diversified arts organization for children. Under the
supervision of Kathy Fok, the current Music Director and Principal Conductor,
and more than 100 professional tutors, choir members not only develop their
artistic talents but also learn the importance of team spirit through interesting
and well-organized practices.

HKCC is invited to perform overseas each year, spreading the message of love
and peace in different parts of the world. Apart from Asia, The Choir has also
been well received and appreciated in many countries in Europe, America and
Australia, gaining an international reputation as the “Little Goodwill Singing
Ambassadors” and “one of the best children’s choirs in the world”. HKCC was
named “China’s Top Ten Children Chorus” in 2003 and won the prestigious
“Award of the Audience” at the “Vivace 2006 International Choir Festival” in
Hungary. In 2008, the choir was awarded the “Gold Cup” at “Shanghai Inter-
national Children’s Chorus Festival”. In 2014, HKCC is selected by the Inter-
national Federation for Choral Music (IFCM) as one of the IFCM Ambassadors
from 2013 to 2015. The Choir was invited to perform in the 2014 “10th World
Symposium on Choral Music” in South Korea, 2015 “The 1st IFCM World Cho-
ral Expo” in Macau, 2016 “4th Shenzhen Choral Festival’, 2017 “6th China
Children’s Choral Festival” in Zhaoging, 2018 “2nd Shenzhen x Hong Kong x
Macau Art & Culture Exchange Festival” Closing Ceremony in Shenzhen and
“2018 Kulangsu Choral Festival” Opening Ceremony in Xiamen.



Apart from touring abroad, HKCC also actively participates in charitable
events, including the 1999 “Chorathon” to raise fund for children with hearing
disabilities, 2001 “Bridges of Friendship, Bridges of Songs” concert for the
Hong Kong Association of the Deaf, 2003 “All for Love” fundraising concert
for We Care Education Fund established for children who lost their parents
in SARS, 2006 fundraising concert for the Chinese University of Hong Kong,
2008 fundraising music marathon for UNICEF to help children after the Si-
chuan earthquake, 2010 “Qinghai Earthquake Relief Fundraising Concert” for
World Vision Hong Kong to help earthquake victims in Qinghai, “Carol Sing-
ing Festival 2011 Sing for Our Next Generation Charity Concert” for the Child
Development Matching Fund, 2012 “Bridge of Love Fundraising Concert” for
Suen Mei Speech & Hearing Centre which serves children with hearing im-
pairment, 2017 fundraising concert at Sydney City Recital Hall for CanRevive,
a cancer support service organization in Australia. To further expand the de-
velopment in arts education and hence the contribution to the society, the
Arts Experience Scheme was established in 2016 to subsidize members from
grassroots families, waiving the fees for the course, songbooks and uniform.
The HK Children's Choir Arts Development Fund is then officially launched in
2018 to fully support students who are interested in arts from different stages,
ages and backgrounds. There are already more than 200 children benefit from
the scheme since its establishment.

HKCC has collaborated with world’s renowned musicians and organizations,
including the Shanghai Philharmonic Orchestra conducted by Chen Zuohuang
in 1997, West Canada Chamber Orchestra at “Festival Vancouver” in 2000,
Hong Kong Chinese Orchestra and their Artistic Director and Principal Con-
ductor for Life, Yan Huichang in 2009, 2017 and 2022. HKCC has also fre-
quently cooperated with the Hong Kong Philharmonic, such as the Mahler’s
series concerts conducted by its former Artistic Director and Chief Conduc-
tor, Maestro Edo de Waart in 2006 and 2010; War Requiem Concert under
the baton of Maestro Lorin Maazel in 2013; the St Matthew Passion Concert
and Mahler’s Mighty Third Concert conducted by its Music Director, Jaap van
Zweden in 2014, 2016 and 2023 respectively. HKCC also performed the Mass
of Children under the baton of Maestro John Rutter in 2017; the large dance
production by HK Phil and HK Ballet Carmina Burana in 2022; and has par-
ticipated in several programmes presented by “Hong Kong Arts Festival” over
the years.

As the children’s choir that best represents Hong Kong, HKCC took part in
many historical moments, including the Hong Kong Handover Ceremony in
1997, the opening ceremony of the Hong Kong International Airport in 1998,
the Hong Kong Disneyland Grand Opening in 2005, various performances



to commemorate the anniversaries of Hong Kong’s reunification with China
in 2007, 2012, 2017 and 2022, series of performances celebrating the 2008
Beijing Olympic Games, celebrations for the 60th Anniversary of the Founding
of the People’s Republic of China, and the East Asian Games in 2009. HKCC
also organizes numerous concerts and performances each year for our mem-
bers to share our love of arts with the public and community. In 2019, HKCC
presented the “Asia Pacific Choral Summit 2019 in Hong Kong” and “Hong
Kong Choral Conducting Competition” to celebrate the 50th Anniversary of
the Choir, and garnered the “Award for Arts Promotion” at the 14th Hong Kong
Arts Development Awards in 2020. The Grand Original Musical in Cantonese
King of Singers produced by HKCC in 2021 is selected as one of the Top 10
Music Headlines 2021 by RTHK as well. Concert "HKCC Towards 55th Anni-
versary - HKCC Pays Tribute to Sam Hui" was held in 2023, to preserve and
carry the Cantopop culture forward to the next generations.

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Born in Hong Kong, Fok obtained her BM degree in Composition and MM de-
gree in Choral Conducting from the University of Houston, USA. Fok joined The
Hong Kong Children's Choir and was appointed Music Director since 1997.
She is the first full-time as well as the longest-serving Music Director of HKCC.
Fok enjoys an international reputation for her dedication to children’s choral mu-
sic. She has conducted workshops and masterclasses in Mainland China, Cana-
da, Australia, Singapore, Malaysia and Indonesia and adjudicating in international
competitions. She has also performed as guest conductor with organizations



such as the Vancouver Chamber Orchestra, Hong Kong Chinese Orchestra,
Hong Kong Youth Choir and Shanghai Youth Choir. Under her leadership, HKCC
is currently the biggest choir in the world with over 5,000 members. With the
continuous strive in widening its repertoire as well as performance genre, HKCC
was named one of “China’s Top Ten Children Chorus” and “IFCM Ambassadors
2013 to 2015,

Fok was one of the Hong Kong “Ten Outstanding Young Persons” awardees in
2001. In 2007, Fok was recognized as “Persons with Outstanding Contributions
to the Development of Arts and Culture” under the Secretary for Home Affairs
Commendation Scheme. Fok was appointed as the 2016-2026 Honorary Art-
ist-in-Residence at The Education University of Hong Kong. She is also appoint-
ed as the representative of Hong Kong in the Asia Pacific Choral Council, the
Expert Adviser of the Music Office under LCSD, a Board member of "The World
Alliance of Children's Choir (WACC)", Board member of “Yat Po Singers” and the
Arts Advisor (Music) of the Hong Kong Arts Development Council.

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Suen, a native of Hong Kong, is a highly accomplished choral conductor, so-
prano, and music educator. She completed her undergraduate studies in the
Department of Music at The Chinese University of Hong Kong, where she ex-
celled and was awarded scholarships for further studies. Suen pursued her
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passion for choral conducting at Westminster Choir College, where she earned
a Master of Music in Choral Conducting with distinction. She also obtained
a post-graduate diploma in music education from The Chinese University of
Hong Kong.

As an alumna of the HKCC, Suen holds the position of Head of Artistic Coordi-
nation for The Hong Kong Children's Choir. In this role, she serves as the con-
ductor for the Senior and Intermediate sections of the choir. Suen has led the
HKCC on tours to Mainland China, Australia, Estonia, and Finland, as well as
participated in prestigious choral festivals such as "Europa Cantat" and "Fes-
tival of Voice." Her collaborative spirit extends to working with local orchestras
and festivals, including the Hong Kong Chinese Orchestra, Hong Kong Arts
Festival, and New Vision Festival.

Suen's expertise also extends to the film and entertainment industry, where
she has served as chorus master for notable productions such as "Find Your
Voice," "Zero to Hero," and "Disney Christmas Live!" Additionally, she actively
engages in charity performances, supporting organizations such as The Com-
munity Chest, Sowers Action, Pok Oi Hospital, and Yan Oi Tong.

During her time in the United States, Suen had the privilege of serving as as-
sistant conductor to Grammy Award-nominated conductor James Jordan. She
had the opportunity to collaborate with world-renowned orchestras, including
the New York Philharmonic Orchestra, Philadelphia Symphony Orchestra, Si-
mon Bolivar Symphony Orchestra, London Philharmonic Orchestra, and Hong
Kong Philharmonic Orchestra.

Suen is deeply committed to advancing the development of local choral arts in
Hong Kong. She was artistic coordinator for the "50th Anniversary Children's
Choral Composition Selections" and the "Hong Kong Choral Conducting Com-
petition." Furthermore, she is a valued member of the Asia Pacific Choral Coun-
cil, contributing to the growth and enrichment of choral music across the region.

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Born in Hong Kong, opera singer, choral conductor and composer, Alex Tam
graduated from the Royal Academy of Music and the Hong Kong Academy for
Performing Arts. He began his music studies at an early age under Mr. Chiang
Wai Man, and continued with Miss Rosaline Pi, Dr. Derek Anthony and Mr.
Michael Rippon. Alex has taken leading roles in operas, concerts, and other
productions worldwide, and has performed over 30 operatic roles.

In 2015, Alex was appointed chorus master of a Guinness World Record-break-
ing event, "ODE TO JOY - Concert of Ten Thousand", co-presented by RTHK,
HKFYG, and the Opera Hong Kong. In 2016, Alex was appointed artistic direc-
tor of the HKFYG Jockey Club Hong Kong International A Cappella Festival. He
recently received the ARAM award from the Royal Academy of Music for he has
made a significant contribution to the music profession. In 2018, Alex received
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the Outstanding Musician Awards from the Hong Kong Music and Dance As-
sociation. Alex is currently chorus director of Opera Hong Kong, voice teacher
and choir conductor of the HKAPA, conductor of the PolyU Choir and The
Hong Kong Children's Choir (HKCC).

As a composer, Alex Tam's compositions have been included in the 'Alex Tam
Choral Collections for Treble Voices' published by the HKCC, as well as the
'‘Alex Tam Collection' published by CU Chorus. In 2021, The HKCC presented
two critically acclaimed performances of ‘HKCC sings Alex Tam’ featuring only
Alex's composition. Alex is also a radio presenter on RTHK Radio 4.
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Apollo WONG
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A native of Hong Kong, Apollo Wong is a conductor and operatic bass-bari-
tone. He has sung major operatic and musical roles including Don Pasquale
(Don Pasquale), Figaro (Le nozze di Figaro), Don Alfonso (Cosi fan tutte), Sar-
astro (Die Zauberfiéte), Bottom (A Midsummer Night's Dream), Frere Laurent
(Roméo et Juliette), Colline (La bohéme), Simone (Gianni Schicchi), Geppetto
(Pinocchio) and Javert (Les Misérables), among others. As a singer-conductor,
Wong has notably both sung the bass solos and conducted Bach’s Mass in B
minor, Brahms’ Ein Deutsches Requiem, Handel’'s Messiah, Mozart’s Requiem,
Mahler’s Symphony no. 8, “Symphony of a Thousand”, Verdi’s Messa da Reg-
uiem and Fauré’s Requiem. Frequently involved in contemporary music, Apollo
also performed in world premiere operas by Chan Hing-yan: Lu Xun (Heart of
Coral), Moon (Ghost Love) and Kang You Wei (Datong). He recently world pre-
miered Valtinoni’s musical Alice in Wonderland as Duchess and Caterpillar and
created the singer-conductor role of Lion/Master of the score in a brand-new
musical WILD. He has performed for Prince Edward, Duke of Edinburgh.

Educated in the US and Germany, Wong was the winner of Palm Springs Op-
era Guild Vocal competition and the Pasadena Opera Guild Vocal Scholarship.
In 2019, Wong won first place at the Hong Kong Choral Conducting Competi-
tion and the Asia Pacific Youth Choir Award.

Wong is currently Chorusmaster of HK Phil Chorus, Music Director of The Learn-

ers Chorus and The Learners Orchestra. He also conducted and assisted operas
Aida, Don Giovanni, L'elisir d’amore, Gianni Schicchi, La boheme and Turandot.
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Lin was educated at the Music Department of Chinese University of Hong Kong
and studied piano performance with Prof David Gwilt. After graduation, she
was awarded a scholarship to pursue a Music Master's Degree at the Birming-
ham Conservatoire in the UK. Lin had participated in an early childhood course
offered by the University of California Los Angeles (UCLA) and had obtained a
certificate in art therapy and the ABRSM Grade 8 singing certificate. Lin has
taught piano performance, piano pedagogy, music theory and aural training
in several music institutions such as HKAPA. She is now the accompanist of
the Concert Choir of HKCC. She performed with the choir in Hungary, Austria,
Finland, Estonia, Germany, the UK, Japan, Korea and Mainland China in the
past few years. Lin is also keen on composing music. The world premiere per-
formance of her choral pieces had been performed in the Hong Kong Cultural
Centre in the past two years.
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Fung graduated from the University of Hong Kong and obtained her Master
Degree in Arts and Cultural Management at the University of South Australia.
She passed all graded piano examinations with distinction and has obtained
the Licentiate Performer Pianoforte (LTCL). An alumna of HKCC, Fung has
joined many HKCC overseas tours as choir member or tour manager. She was
head of administration of HKCC and Opera Hong Kong. Fung is the Found-
er of Opera Hong Kong Children Chorus and Founding Chairperson of the
HKCC Alumni Chapter. Other than being conductor or pianist for numerous
local choirs, she is now devoting herself to arts events management as well as
music performance and teaching.
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Chan graduated from the Music Department of the Chinese University of Hong
Kong, with piano as her performance major. She was a recipient of the Jackie
Chan Charitable Foundation Scholarship. Later, she was awarded a Master's
degree in Music and Music Education from Columbia University. During her
studies there, she was appointed to participate in the Master's program "Vocal
Literature and Interpretation”’and served as its rehearsal and concert pianist.
Apart from studying, she also worked as a kindergarten teacher in New York
City. Chan had also been the pianist for the Master's course "Practical Studies
in Musicianship and Conducting (Choral)" at CUHK.
